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Livytska L. The quest for narratology in the light of per-
spectivization

Summary. Suggested paper goes in line with the research
focused on the search for immanent essence of narrative as
a special mode of telling in the sphere of narratology, theo-
ry of literature and linguistics. Having in mind terminological
apparatus regarding narrative construct accumulated by clas-
sical narratology so far this paper presents an attempt at com-
plimentary study of the perspective as a category of cognitive
narratology. Therefore, semiotic foci of narrative communica-
tive space, combining two-layers of narrative discourse cor-
relating the processes of perspectivization in between the con-
stellations of narrative space and recipient’s consciousness.

Thus, the notion of perspective is set against the net
of three interconnected theoretical approaches. The first one
posits perspective as an origo for macro- and microstruc-
ture of narrative, opposing purely “linguistic” interpretation,
focusing on linguistic peculiarities of narrative, on the one
side, and “literary” holistic approach, treating text as a whole
entity, on the other. The second approach views perspective as
a sort of “mental construct”, which is formed by the reader’s
consciousness in the process of text reading and perceived as
a certain semiotic way of reality recreation. The third aspect,
originated in the German narratological school, positions per-
spective as a manifestation of the subjectivity as a key element
of narrativity.

Based on the mentioned above aspects, perspective is seen
in the paper as a dynamic category, given rise to a term “per-
spectivization”, introduced by Sonja Zeman. Summarizing
different methodological frameworks for narrative differentia
specifica analysis, a set of the following key characteristics has
been touched upon: temporality (Ricour 1980, Schmid 2008),
transformation (Graimas, 1970), causality (Barthes 1966, Ryan
2004), tellability (Labov, 1972) and experientiality (Fludernik,
2002). Concluding on the “fuzzy narrative set” of certain promi-
nent characteristics in momentum, the notion of perspective then
assigned a status of a kind of interrelation between the narrative
and its components with various degrees of presence.

Narrator’s mediating function is responsible for reader’s
perception of the text as a narrative, as a perspective bound
mode of telling, not equal to a focus or voice, though being
connected with them. Semiotics as a study of signs in com-
municative space of a discursive event (i.e. in fiction, art, cin-
ema), here is recognized as an effective methodology to trace
human capacity for perceive a text as a narrative one. Narra-
tivity in this respect is understood as a universally semiotic
way of world cognition, acquired by a child by the age of four
as a result of continuous demonstration of narrative forms
and values. Perspective modeling cannot be equaled to focal-
ization, for being an extension to the textual narrative, an idea
associated with the Extended Mind Hypothesis.
