The research methodology includes cognitive-
discursive interpretation method, text-interpretation analysis,
as well as quantitative analysis. This paper has explained that
criticism object domain is of dual nature, since the object
of negative evaluation may be both a scientist and a certain
aspect of scientific activities. The results of our study have
demonstrated that scientific activity (or a certain aspect of it,
to be more precise) is always objectified in a critical remark as

an object of negative evaluation. It was found that “Scientific
activity” object domain (its aspect) can be divided into nine
types that correspond to components of scientific activities
and include problem / topic, theory, methodology, data, results,
text, hypothesis, and research. The percentage of criticizing
a particular aspect of scientific activities has been calculated.
The results of our analysis showed that in the vast majority
of critical remarks, the object of criticism is not the research
as a whole, but its specific component. In particular, it was
ascertained that the major part of critical remarks in English-
languageresearch articles in the academic disciplines mentioned
above criticizes problem / topic of the research and theory used
to perform it; methodology, text, data, and results are much less
typical objects of criticism, conclusions are rarely criticized,
while research as a whole and hypothesis have been found to
be objects of criticism in few critical remarks. Our work had
led us to conclude that “Scientific activity” object domain is
obligatory in the critical remarks of English-language research
articles and includes nine types that correspond to components
of scientific activities.
