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Livytska I. Subjectivity as object of linguistic analysis

Summary. Suggested paper goes in line with the research
focused on immanent essence of narrative as a special mode
of telling in the sphere of philosophy, theory of literature
and linguistics. This paper reflects the growing attention
in linguistics and related disciplines commanded by
the centrality of the speaker in language. A series of studies
on grammatical, diachronic, and literary aspects of subjectivity
and subjectivisation, from a variety of perspectives including
literary stylistics, historical linguistics, formal semantics,
and discourse analysis. The paper looks at the role
of the perspective of locutionary agents, their expression
of affect and modality in linguistic expressions and discourse,
and the effects of these phenomena on the formal shape
of discourse. This paper demonstrates how deeply embedded
in linguistic expression subjectivity is, and how central to
human discourse.

Having in mind terminological apparatus regarding
narrative construct accumulated by classical narratology so
far this paper presents an attempt at complimentary study
of subjectivity as a category of natural narratology. Therefore,
semiotic foci of narrative communicative space, combining
two-layers of narrative discourse correlating the processes
of perspectivization in between the constellations of narrative
space and recipient’s consciousness.

Thus, the notion of subjectivity is set against the net
of several interconnected theoretical approaches. The first
one posits subjectivity as grammatical category for macro-
and microstructure of narrative, in the framework
of purely “linguistic” interpretation, focusing on linguistic
peculiarities of narrative, on the one side, and “literary”
holistic approach, treating fictional discourse as a sphere
of subjectivity formation, on the other. The second approach
views perspective as a sort of “mental construct”, which is
formed by the reader’s consciousness in the process of text
reading and perceived as a certain semiotic way of reality
recreation.

The third aspect, originated in the German narratological
school, positions perspective as a manifestation of the
subjectivity as a key element of narrativity.

Based on the mentioned above aspects, subjectivity is
seen in the paper as a dynamic category, given rise to a term
“perspectivization”, introduced by Sonja Zeman.

Analytic overview of key approaches dealing with
subjectivity as a category showed dynamic nature of the object
under consideration, which in its turn serves a s generator
of semiosis in the discourse and fosters perspecetiviazation,
in terms of Zeman (25). Methodological framework constitute
the main works on subjectivity scholarship of Jakobson,
(1971); Benveniste, (1966); Lyons, (1994); Langacker, (1990);
Finegan, (1995) and semiotic analysisof Charles S. Peirce,
(1967); Barbara Sonnenhauser, (2008). Stating a triadic sign
structure of communication (as a sign interpretation), which
is characterized by the interaction of multiplehypothes is
simultaneously, where subjectivity arises as a specific form
of mediation between the signs of the narrative structure,
semiosis.
