Summary. The article analyzes the implementation
of the WORD nuclear concept, which is the part of the integrated
concept of WORD / LANGUAGE / SPEECH, and compares
its differences with the naive world picture. The component
analysis of the noun word distinguishes a certain bundle of semes
explaining its definitive features. The nuclear area of the field
consists of interpretative word articles formed from materials
analyzed in a sample of lexicographic sources. Relevant articles
receive nuclear status. Defining the scientific term word,
vocabularies distinguish certain components of the meaning of its
terminological designation (we refer to them as seme nominative
units of word). Analizing these seme explicable attributes — words
and phrases makes up the nominative word unit. The differences
between the scientific and naive English-speaking picture
of the world are striking. The core of the verbal field of the WORD
concept, which in naive perception is a collection of more than
ten different, though interconnected, semantic clots, in scientific
perception is “deaf” to the vast majority of these semantic clots,
leaving them beyond reflection as phenomena, linguistic concept
of word. The reaserched vocabularies and encyclopedias studied
in the sample, on the basis of which we construct the nominative
field of the WORD concept, show that the peripheral layer
of the nominative field of the concept varies from dictionary to
dictionary. The peripheral zone of the nominal field of the concept
is divided into the near and far periphery. The near periphery
includes nominative units referenced in all nuclear articles. These
are so-called shared links. The distant periphery is formed by
so-called individual links. These are nominative units (in font as
a reference) that are also fixed in the word nuclear articles but do
not match the various reference sources. The user of professional
scientific directories and dictionaries must possess some (and not
small) knowledge in the field of linguistics, so as not to get lost in
the variety of positions and interpretations of this or that lingual
phenomenon offered to him and to choose a certain line of his own
understanding of terms fixed in special sources.
