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Balatska O., Saienko L., Astakhova S. On the problem
of definition of the concept “scientific criticism”

Summary. The article analyzes existing definitions
of criticism / critical remark, which we consider to be

an obligatory component of modern English-language scientific
discourse, and presents our own definition of criticism / critical
remark.

The importance of criticism for science and communication
is obvious, because it is the awareness of the inadequacy
and imperfection of knowledge that drives researchers to carry
out new investigations and rethink existing studies.

The concept of criticism in general and scientific criticism
in particular has different definitions, of which the most
relevant to various fields of science we consider verbally
expressed negative attitude to a particular (fragment of)
scientific research.

It should be noted that the accepted understanding
of criticism as a scholar’s negative judgment about a certain
object is a narrower interpretation of criticism, which we
consider to be more appropriate than the broad definition
of criticism (analysis, examination, identification of positive
and negative features). First, in the narrow sense, criticism
is related to a specific verbal formation — the expression
of negative evaluation, which is obligatory in the criticism,
whereas when using the broad interpretation of criticism
the boundaries of its verbal implementations are practically
impossible to establish. Secondly, the analysis of dictionary
definitions and the results of (non-linguistic and linguistic)
studies indicate that the interpretation we have chosen
the most common and wide-spread (besides, the linguistic
consciousness of the Ukrainian researcher does not allow to
combine the noun “criticism” with the adjective “positive”).

In addition, we consider criticism to be a component
of scientific and communicative interaction of scientists,
which in the socio-cognitive dimension is characterized
by the presence of common specialized knowledge, and in
the socio-communicative dimension by the scientists’ desire to
achieve a common goal, which is to promote the development
and improvement of scientific thought.

From this we can conclude that scientific criticism can be
characterized as a phenomenon of a discursive nature —a mental,
sociocultural and communicative phenomenon realized with
verbal units.
