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Veremchuk E. Peculiarities of the organization of a
cognitive content of the English concept SPACE

Summary. The article deals with the establishment
of the cognitive features of the analyzed concept and dwells
upon the way of their possible field arrangement. The cognitive
traits are singled out by means of the semantic-cognitive
analysis of the researched concept. The salience of the cognitive
feature is proportionate to the number of the lexemes, which
actualize it and also depends on their status in the nominative
field: whether they belong to its nucleus or periphery. The
more verbalizers actualize the certain trait the closer is this trait
to the nucleus of the field model. The model itself comprises
nucleus, close, middle, distant and edge periphery. The lexeme
SPACE and the direct nominations of the concept verbalize
the features, which constitute the nucleus, close and middle
periphery of the field model of cognitive traits of the concept,
depending on the quantity of the lexico-semantic variants
which actualize the features. The cognitive traits actualized by
the verbalizers from the periphery constitute the middle, distant
and edge periphery of the cognitive content of the concept.
Alongside with the deferential cognitive features the cognitive
content also comprises integral traits that reflect a certain
aspect of categorization and unify the deferential features
of the concept. Classifiers are solely empirical categories, which
are used for structuring information in process of cognition
and form systematic relations in concept sphere. Their systematic
relations can be also described by means of the field model
which consists of nucleus, close, distant and edge periphery. The
relation of the integral cognitive feature to the particular part
of the field model is distinguished by the number of deferential
traits which they unify. In general the structure of the field
model of the cognitive features of the researched concepts can
be compared to the composition of the atom.
